few drinks have withstood the test of time 
with the elegance of the classic martini. it 
has come a long way since it’s birth in the 
1850’s, likely originating around the town of 
martinez, california. 

 
the martinez is a classic cocktail which is often 
heralded as the earliest version of the contemporary 
martini known today. 
the recipe calls for four parts vermouth, one part old 
tom gin, with two dashes of maraschino, garnished 
with a slice of lemon.  
it’s a much sweeter drink than the contemporary 
martini, but definitely worth a sample! 
 
the martinez was made stirred rather than shaken. it 
wasn’t until the popular ian fleming novel “casino 
royale” that both shaking the drink and indeed 
substituting vodka for gin became fashionable. 
bond’s “vesper” is made from six parts gin, two parts 
vodka and one part lillet, finished with lemon peel. it is 
one of our favourites at martini bar and is certainly a 
great invention. 
 
stirred or shaken? 
a subject of much debate between martini purists; 
there are pros and cons on either side and there is 
certainly a difference in taste between the two. 
however, we feel that this question is something best 
left to the individual’s palate. compare them side by 
side and make your selection from one of our 
suggestions…
